We are working in Indonesia, and in doing so we must remain respectful of their culture and concepts of time. It is not our job to question the Balinese work ethic or concept of time. We just go with it…and this is very important. The Balinese may not be ‘professional’ or ‘organized’ in your opinion, but it is their world and things work in a certain way. It is easy to become frustrated if you hang on to Western ideals. This is just a note for you to think about when considering yourself for this position. . Bali is a fun place to live, but this still is work.. if you can accept these things, Bali will be a great place to work and live in for you!).
